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South Florida Wildlife Featured on New U.S. Postal Stamps
First-Day-of-Issue Ceremony to be Held at Naples Zoo
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On October 4, the United States Postal Service is hosting the national First-Day-of-Issue
dedication ceremony for the educational Nature of America: Southern Florida Wetland
commemorative stamp sheet and stamped postal cards, which depict 21 plants and
creatures inhabiting the Florida Everglades. The sheet of 10 First-Class 39-cent stamps and
10 stamped postal cards will be available at the Zoo and in Naples Post Offices on the 4th,
and nationwide, Thursday, Oct. 5.

J. N. "Ding" Darling National Wildlife Refuges; Florida Wildlife Federation; Friends of the
Florida Panther Refuge; Naples Botanical Garden; National Wildlife Federation; Rookery
Bay; Safari Club; and the US Fish & Wildlife Service.
